This year Comicdom Con Athens will feature “From
the Yellow Kid to Conan”, one of the most significant
exhibitions devoted to American comics ever to be
presented to a European audience.

Visitors will have the opportunity to follow the
development of American comics and through them to
discern aspects of American history and society itself,
since the comics’ artists—to a greater or lesser extent —
leave traces of the social and historical conditions of the
time in which the comics were drawn. Well-known comic
heroes such as Mickey Mouse, Dick Tracy, Prince Valiant,
Conan, Spider-Man and Swamp Thing come alive through
31 original comics and comic strips from such celebrated
artists as Neal Adams, Carl Barks, Milton Caniff, Howard
Chaykin, Winsor McCay, Todd McFarlane, Roy Thomas,
Art Spiegelman, and Walt Kelly.

As in previous years, this year’s festival will also feature
creative workshops and educational programs for friends
of the comics of all ages. In addition, in keeping with the
historical nature of the exhibition, we have developed
educational material that will be available online for
teachers, parents and students.

A form of expression as powerful as the comics, one that
fuses entertainment with culture and art, can teach us
many things. The comics appeal to young and old alike
and galvanize the interest of a very diverse public—
something that always makes for a pleasant surprise.

Mike Carey was born in Liverpool and worked for years as a teacher. He began his
career in comics working for the British fanzine FANTASY ADVERTISER, which was the
launching pad for many British comics creators.

This was apparently enough for him to make the jump to DC/Vertigo, where he
was assigned to write the mini series LUCIFER: THE MORNINGSTAR OPTION, under
the “SANDMAN PRESENTS" umbrella. LUCIFER's undisputed quality earned Carey an
Eisner Award nomination.

For “Sandman Presents” he also created, with John Bolton, the graphic novel THE
FURIES. He was responsible for one of the longest runs on HELLBLAZER and he also
wrote the graphic novel HELLBLAZER: ALL HIS ENGINES.

Currently, he’'s writing THE UNWRITTEN for Vertigo, with long-time partner Peter
Gross, while he’'s the regular writer for Marvel’s X-MEN: LEGACY. Aside from his
comics work, Mike Carey has also written a number of books starring Felix Castor,
an exorcist who always gets caught up in unusual situations. He has also written the
screenplay for the movie FROST FLOWERS, which will be in theatres in 2010.
